Assignment: After you read each chapter, write a short summary (2-3 sentences). If your book has really short
chapters, for example 1-2 pages in length, you can group 2-3 chapters together for your chapter summaries. When
you have finished reading the whole book, write a three paragraph summary (beginning, middle, and end) of the
book. Be sure to check spelling and punctuation. You should create a fun cover page (using at least 5 colors and
have a full hand-drawn picture) and staple everything together. Your report should be written in cursive or typed.
This is due on the first day of school, August 28, 2023. *For every day the assignment is late, 2 points will be

deducted.
